
For Trailer Jetters and Combination Trucks

     The WH-1/2 and the WH-3/4 are 
the same tool but offered with different 
inlet port sizes to match either 1⁄2" 
or  3⁄4" npt. The WH models are best 
for 6"-18" lines. These tools are most 
commonly used with small combination 
trucks and large trailer jetters. 

     The WG-1 is the proven choice for
municipalities who are faced with cleaning 
pipes from 8"– 40". Large combination 
trucks with 1" hose use this tool 
predominately. Municipalities all across 
America are relying on this tool to handle 
their biggest challenges.

     The WD 1-1/4  is designed to
handle all the same applications as the 
WG-1 except it can handle 80-120 gpm.
